Calendars mark time - they don’t mark
progress. In our 30 year history, time
and progress are in sync when you
look back. This is a special section of
our newsletter that you will see each
quarter this year. We will be giving you
an update on our building and
remodeling project as well as looking
back at 1979 to see what was going on
and what our employees were doing.

A Look Back: In 1979 when the credit
union first opened it was run out of a
desk drawer. At this time the credit
union only offered share accounts and
had no full time employees. Francis
Wolf from the Accounting Department
was the first bookkeeper.

A Look Forward: We have grown
from one office to our location in the
historic depot on Dakota St. & First
Ave. Now we are growing even more
and are scheduled to break ground on
April 1 for our new addition to the
north. Watch the newsletter and our
web site for continued updates.

While we know progress is good, there
are usually some interruptions to get
projects completed. We ask that you
bear with us as we grow to meet the
needs of our members.

In addition to our project the city is
going to be moving a sanitary sewer
line that runs under Dakota Street.
This will affect the credit union as
Dakota Street will be closed from the
north end of our building to at least
Third Avenue. Their project should
take approximately 30 days. They
hope to begin in April, but a definitive
date cannot be set at this time.

The major issue for the credit union will
be access at the Dakota Street office.
The north drive way will always be
available, but you must access Dakota
Street at the intersection of Dakota
Street and First Avenue. Once through
the north drive way, you will need to
drive south between the building and
Dakota Street circling around the south
end of the building to access the drive
up. We have been told that the drive
up should be open at least 95% of the
time during this project. We apologize
for this inconvenience, but hopefully it
will be an issue that we can put behind
us once this project is completed.
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1979 was the end of a decade that came in
with the Vietnam War, survived Watergate,
the Oil Embargo and Disco...though it was
