Safe Deposit Boxes Coming Soon! 
 
As the new building is beginning to take 
form, so are new services we are able to 
offer to our members.  One of our new 
services we will offer you is the option of 
having a Safe Deposit Box.   
 
If you have an interest in a Safe Deposit 
Box please call us at (605) 622-4080 or 
email us at info@hcpfcu.coop .  Please 
include your name, address, and if you are 
currently a member.  By placing your name 
on the list it does not commit you to a safe 
deposit box nor does it guarantee you a 
safe deposit box. Rather we will use the list 
as our first line of contact for future 
mailings when more information becomes 
available about the cost and sizes of the 
safe deposit boxes. 
 
What should you keep in your safe deposit 
box?  Check out this list and any items with 
an “*” should be kept in your home financial 
files for quick reference. Make sure a 
responsible family member or friend is 
aware of your safe deposit box, where it is 
kept, and how to gain access to it, should 
something happen to you.

 Building Progress 
 
It is an exciting time as we continue to 
see the growth and progress of our 
new building.  Here is an updated to 
bring you up to speed.  The footings 
and foundation are poured.  The under-
ground plumbing went in the first week 
in June and the framing began later 
that week.  By the time you are reading 
this the trusses should be going up too. 
 
In July the roof should be up with the 
metal on it and the floors will be getting 
poured with the interior framing going 
up after that.  As the walls are framed 
the electrical and plumbing rough ins 
will be going on as well.   
 
During this time there is a detour when 
using the drive up lanes.  The map 
below shows the detour and you can 
also go to our web site at 
www.hcpfcu.coop  to see a larger 
version of the map. 
 
Also, the Night Deposit Box is still 
open.  Simply pull through the drive 
through and it is located in the same 
location.  Depending on construction 
progress you may need to get out of 
your vehicle to make your deposit.
